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2009 SKAC AGM Aquatic TIC Report 

The year 2008 was a year of continued growth for the aquatic sport at St Kevin’s. Our swimming squads continued to grow and we now have a significant competitive profile at club and state levels. Our water polo club teams are competitive with a growing number of wins at both 16/U and 14/U levels.  Tom Cohen and Lachlan Rath were both selected into Victorian State Water polo teams which competed at the Age National Water polo championships. Our diving squad has made an amazing change to become true contenders for the diving premiership under the guidance of Mrs. Elizabeth Howard.

The 2009 season was one of amazing success for our swimmers and divers. Our permanent swimming squads are producing State and National swimmers with growing success at both levels of competition. The Open 4*50M Medley, U/17 Medley and Freestyle relays all broke school records on their way to the finals of the State relays against the best clubs in the state. This cumulated in the long awaited and sort after First Swimming and Diving Combined APS Finals.
Our head swimming coach, Mr. Gene Jackson and his assistants, Mr. Dick Campion, Mr. Tom Bach and this year Mr. Chris Lee (Captain 2008) worked with great enthusiasm to produce a very fit and confident team that represented the college well. The team under the leadership of Cameron Simister, supported by his deputy, Tom Coates, and team leaders such as xxxx and yyyy swam a meet of a lifetime. The team was inspired by the brilliant individual performances of Alexander Graham with two individual wins, together with Scott Huang, Lucas Liew, Michael Fernando and Ewan Bennett with one individual win each. The school’s depth of skill was shown with 11 of our 17 wins coming from relays.  We established 6 APS records and 6 school records. Moreover, we were in the top three in 40 out of 58 swimming races. 

By the end of the season we had become a great team and demonstrated what the future could bring. The teams have grown yet again since then with great performances at Nationals by the schools 6 national swimmers Ewan Bennett, Tom Coates, Michael Fernando, Alexander Graham, Scott Huang and Lucas Liew.
